"For
the law was given by Moses, but
grace and truth came by Jesus

2. Gabriel Visits Zacharias

Luke 1:5-25

There was in the days of Herod, the king of Judaea, a certain priest named Zacharias, of the course of Abia: and his
wife was of the daughters of Aaron, and her name was Elisabeth. °And they were both righteous before God, walking
in all the commandments and ordinances of the Lord blameless. ’And they had no child, because that Elisabeth was
barren, and they both were now well stricken in years. *And it came to pass, that while he executed the priest’s office
before God in the order of his course, According to the custom of the priest’s office, his lot was to burn incense when
he went into the temple of the Lord. ’And the whole multitude of the people were praying without at the time of
incense. "And there appeared unto him an angel of the Lord standing on the right side of the altar of incense. ?’And
when Zacharias saw him, he was troubled, and fear fell upon him. *But the angel said unto him, Fear not, Zacharias:

shall drink neither wine nor strong drink; and he shall be filled with the Holy Ghost, even from his mother’s womb.
®And many of the children of Israel shall he turn to the Lord their God. And he shall go before him in the spirit
and power of Elias, to turn the hearts of the fathers to the children, and the disobedient to the wisdom of the just; to
make ready a people prepared for the Lord. '*And Zacharias said unto the angel, Whereby shall I know this? for I am
an old man, and my wife well stricken in years. ’And the angel answering said unto him, I am Gabriel, that stand in
the presence of God; and am sent to speak unto thee, and to shew thee these glad tidings. ?And, behold, thou shalt be
dumb, and not able to speak, until the day that these things shall be performed, because thou believest not my words,
which shall be fulfilled in their season. ?’And the people waited for Zacharias, and marvelled that he tarried so long
in the temple. 2?And when he came out, he could not speak unto them: and they perceived that he had seen a vision in
the temple: for he beckoned unto them, and remained speechless. ?And it came to pass, that, as soon as the days of his
ministration were accomplished, he departed to his own house. **And after those days his wife Elisabeth conceived,
and hid herself five months, saying, *Thus hath the Lord dealt with me in the days wherein he looked on me, to take
away my reproach among men.

3. Gabriel Visits Mary

Luke 1:26-38

And in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God unto a city of Galilee, named Nazareth, *To a virgin
espoused to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David; and the virgin’s name was Mary. **And the angel
came in unto her, and said, Hail, thou that art highly favoured, the Lord is with thee: blessed art thou among women.4
»And when she saw him, she was troubled at his saying, and cast in her mind what manner of salutation this should be.
*And the angel said unto her, Fear not, Mary: for thou hast found favour with God. *And, behold, thou shalt conceive
in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name Jesus. *?He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the
Highest: and the Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his father David: **And he shall reign over the house of
Jacob for ever; and of his kingdom there shall be no end. **Then said Mary unto the angel, How shall this be, seeing I
know not a man? **And the angel answered and said unto her, The Holy Ghost shall come upon thee, and the power of
the Highest shall overshadow thee: therefore also that holy thing which shall be born of thee? shall be called the Son
of God. **And, behold, thy cousin Elisabeth, she hath also conceived a son in her old age: and this is the sixth month
with her, who was called barren. For with God nothing shall be impossible. *And Mary said, Behold the handmaid
of the Lord; be it unto me according to thy word. And the angel departed from her.

Luke 1:39-56

And Mary arose in those days, and went into the hill country with haste, into a city of Juda; *°And entered into the
house of Zacharias, and saluted Elisabeth. *And it came to pass, that, when Elisabeth heard the salutation of Mary,
the babe leaped in her womb; and Elisabeth was filled with the Holy Ghost: **And she spake out with a loud voice,

remembrance of his mercy; **As he spake to our fathers, to Abraham, and to his seed for ever. **And Mary abode with
her about three months, and returned to her own house.

Now Elisabeth’s full time came that she should be delivered; and she brought forth a son. **And her neighbours and
her cousins heard how the Lord had shewed great mercy upon her; and they rejoiced with her. *’And it came to pass,
that on the eighth day they came to circumcise the child; and they called him Zacharias, after the name of his father.
%And his mother answered and said, Not so; but he shall be called John. ®’And they said unto her, There is none of
thy kindred that is called by this name. “*And they made signs to his father, how he would have him called. “*And he
asked for a writing table, and wrote, saying, His name is John. And they marvelled all. ®/And his mouth was opened
immediately, and his tongue loosed, and he spake, and praised God. *And fear came on all that dwelt round about
them: and all these sayings were noised abroad throughout all the hill country of Judaea. ®*And all they that heard
them laid them up in their hearts, saying, What manner of child shall this be! And the hand of the Lord was with him.
And his father Zacharias was filled with the Holy Ghost, and prophesied, saying, **Blessed be the Lord God of Israel;
for he hath visited and redeemed his people, “And hath raised up an horn of salvation for us in the house of his servant
David; °As he spake by the mouth of his holy prophets, which have been since the world began: 7"That we should be
saved from our enemies, and from the hand of all that hate us; "To perform the mercy promised to our fathers, and to
remember his holy covenant; *The oath which he sware to our father Abraham, That he would grant unto us, that
we being delivered out of the hand of our enemies might serve him without fear, In holiness and righteousness before
him, all the days of our life. °And thou, child, shalt be called the prophet of the Highest: for thou shalt go before the
face of the Lord to prepare his ways; 7 To give knowledge of salvation unto his people by the remission of their sins,
7#Through the tender mercy of our God; whereby? the dayspring from on high hath visited us, ”To give light to them
that sit in darkness and in the shadow of death, to guide our feet into the way of peace. **And the child grew, and waxed
strong in spirit, and was in the deserts till the day of his shewing unto Israel.

the Lord. ?And this shall be a sign unto you; Ye shall find the
babe wrapped in swaddling clothes, lying in a manger. *And
suddenly there was with the angel a multitude of the heavenly
host praising God, and saying, “Glory to God in the highest,
and on earth peace, good will toward® men.'*And it came to
pass, as the angels were gone away from them into heaven, the
shepherds said one to another, Let us now go even unto Beth-
lehem, and see this thing which is come to pass, which the
Lord hath made known unto us.*And they came with haste,
and found Mary, and Joseph, and the babe lying in a manger.
And when they had seen it, they made known abroad the
saying which was told them concerning this child. *And all
they that heard it wondered at those things which were told
them by the shepherds. ”But Mary kept all these things, and
pondered them in her heart. *’And the shepherds returned,
glorifying and praising God for all the things that they had
heard and seen, as it was told unto them.

"Verily, verily, I say unto thee, We
speak that we do know, and testify that we have seen; and ye receive not our witness. *If I have told you earthly things,
and ye believe not, how shall ye believe, if I tell you of heavenly things? > And no man hath ascended up to heaven, but
he that came down from heaven, even the Son of man which is in heaven.*And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the
wilderness, even so must the Son of man be lifted up: *That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have
eternal life. ["*For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should
not perish, but have everlasting life.”For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world
through him might be saved. '®He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned
already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God. ?And this is the condemnation,
that light is come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil. **For every
one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be reproved.*But he that doeth
truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may be made manifest, that they are wrought in God.]¢

came his disciples, and marvelled that he talked with the woman: yet no man said, What seekest thou? or, Why talkest
thou with her??The woman then left her waterpot, and went her way into the city, and saith to the men,?*Come, see
a man, which told me all things that ever I did: is not this the Christ?**Then they went out of the city, and came unto
him.*'In the mean while his disciples prayed him, saying, Master, eat.*?But he said unto them, I have meat to eat that
ye know not of. ®*Therefore said the disciples one to another, Hath any man brought him ought to eat? *!Jesus saith
unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that sent me, and to finish his work.*Say not ye, There are yet four months,
and then cometh harvest? behold, I say unto you, Lift up your eyes, and look on the fields; for they are white already
to harvest.b3And he that reapeth receiveth wages, and gathereth fruit unto life eternal: that both he that soweth and
he that reapeth may rejoice together.”?And herein is that saying true, One soweth, and another reapeth.*I sent you to
reap that whereon ye bestowed no labour: other men laboured, and ye are entered into their labours.*?And many of the
Samaritans of that city believed on him for the saying of the woman, which testified, He told me all that ever I did.*’So
when the Samaritans were come unto him, they besought him that he would tarry with them: and he abode there two
days.*And many more believed because of his own word; **And said unto the woman, Now we believe, not because of
thy saying: for we have heard him ourselves, and know that this is indeed the Christ, the Saviour of the world.

and the prophets, neither will they be persuaded, though one rose from the dead.

152. On Reproof of One’s Brother

156. Attending the Feast of Tabernacles in Jerusalem

John 7:1-10

After these things Jesus walked in Galilee: for he would not walk in Jewry, because the Jews sought to kill him. 2Now
the Jews’ feast of tabernacles was at hand. *His brethren therefore said unto him, Depart hence, and go into Judaea,
that thy disciples also may see the works that thou doest. ‘For there is no man that doeth any thing in secret, and he
himself seeketh to be known openly. If thou do these things, shew thyself to the world. *For neither did his brethren
believe in him. *Then Jesus said unto them, My time is not yet come: but your time is alway ready. "The world cannot
hate you; but me it hateth, because I testify of it, that the works thereof are evil. 3Go ye up unto this feast: I go not
up yeta unto this feast; for my time is not yet full come. “‘When he had said these words unto them, he abode still in
Galilee. ""But when his brethren were gone up, then went he also up unto the feast, not openly, but as it were in secret.

157. Murmurs among Jews at Feast of Tabernacles

John 7:11-13

Then the Jews sought him at the feast, and said, Where is he? ?And there was much murmuring among the people
concerning him: for some said, He is a good man: others said, Nay; but he deceiveth the people. *Howbeit no man
spake openly of him for fear of the Jews.
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158. Teaching at the Temple during Feast of Tabernacles

John 7:14-39

Now about the midst of the feast Jesus went up into the temple, and taught. *And the Jews marvelled, saying, How
knoweth this man letters, having never learned? *Jesus answered them, and said, My doctrine is not mine, but his that
sent me. If any man will do his will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I speak of myself.
®He that speaketh of himself seeketh his own glory: but he that seeketh his glory that sent him, the same is true, and
no unrighteousness is in him. *Did not Moses give you the law, and yet none of you keepeth the law? Why go ye about
to kill me? *The people answered and said, Thou hast a devil: who goeth about to kill thee? *'Jesus answered and said
unto them, I have done one work, and ye all marvel. 2Moses therefore gave unto you circumcision; (not because it is of
Moses, but of the fathers;) and ye on the sabbath day circumcise a man. ?If a man on the sabbath day receive circum-
cision, that the law of Moses should not be broken; are ye angry at me, because I have made a man every whit whole on
the sabbath day? *Judge not according to the appearance, but judge righteous judgment. >*Then said some of them of
Jerusalem, Is not this he, whom they seek to kill? *But, lo, he speaketh boldly, and they say nothing unto him. Do the
rulers know indeed that this is the very Christ? Howbeit we know this man whence he is: but when Christ cometh,
no man knoweth whence he is. »Then cried Jesus in the temple as he taught, saying, Ye both know me, and ye know
whence I am: and I am not come of myself, but he that sent me is true, whom ye know not. ??But I know him: for I am
from him, and he hath sent me. **Then they sought to take him: but no man laid hands on him, because his hour was
not yet come. *’And many of the people believed on him, and said, When Christ cometh, will he do more miracles than
these which this man hath done? *The Pharisees heard that the people murmured such things concerning him; and
the Pharisees and the chief priests sent officers to take him. **Then said Jesus unto them, Yet a little while am I with
you, and then I go unto him that sent me. **Ye shall seek me, and shall not find me: and where I am, thither ye cannot
come. *Then said the Jews among themselves, Whither will he go, that we shall not find him? will he go unto the dis-
persed among the Gentiles, and teach the Gentiles? **What manner of saying is this that he said, Ye shall seek me, and
shall not find me: and where I am, thither ye cannot come? ’In the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and
cried, saying, If any man thirst, let him come unto me, and drink. **He that believeth on me,# as the scripture hath
said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water. *(But this spake he of the Spirit, which they that believe on him
should receive: for the Holy Ghost was not yet given; because that Jesus was not yet glorified.)

159. Dispute over the Christ Coming from Galilee

John 7:40-52

Many of the people therefore, when they heard this saying, said, Of a truth this is the Prophet. *'Others said, This
is the Christ. But some said, Shall Christ come out of Galilee? “?Hath not the scripture said, That Christ cometh of
the seed of David, and out of the town of Bethlehem, where David was? **So there was a division among the people
because of him. *And some of them would have taken him; but no man laid hands on him. *Then came the officers
to the chief priests and Pharisees; and they said unto them, Why have ye not brought him? *The officers answered,
Never man spake like this man. “Then answered them the Pharisees, Are ye also deceived? **Have any of the rulers or
of the Pharisees believed on him? “But this people who knoweth not the law are cursed. **Nicodemus saith unto them,
(he that came to Jesus by night, being one of them,) *'Doth our law judge any man, before it hear him, and know what
he doeth? **They answered and said unto him, Art thou also of Galilee? Search, and look: for out of Galilee ariseth
no prophet.
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160. Confrontation over a Woman Caught in Adultery*

John 7:53-8:11

And every man went unto his own house. *Jesus went unto the mount of Olives. 2And early in the morning he came
again into the temple, and all the people came unto him; and he sat down, and taught them. *And the scribes and
Pharisees brought unto him a woman taken in adultery; and when they had set her in the midst, *They say unto him,
Master, this woman was taken in adultery, in the very act. °"Now Moses in the law commanded us, that such should
be stoned: but what sayest thou? °Thhis they said, tempting him, that they might have to accuse him. But Jesus stooped
down, and with his finger wrote on the ground, as though he heard them not. ’So when they continued asking him, he
lifted up himself, and said unto them, He that is without sin among you, let him first cast a stone at her. *And again he
stooped down, and wrote on the ground. ’And they which heard it, being convicted by their own conscience, went out
one by one, beginning at the eldest, even unto the last: and Jesus was left alone, and the woman standing in the midst.
"When Jesus had lifted up himself, and saw none but the woman, he said unto her, Woman, where are those thine
accusers? hath no man condemned thee? "'She said, No man, Lord. And Jesus said unto her, Neither do I condemn
thee: go, and sin no more.

* This pericope does not appear in any early or complete manuscripts and was quite certainly not original to the Gospel of John;
variations of this pericope across later manuscripts are significant and produce a moderately irregular text reflecting folklore from
the 2nd and 3rd centuries more than a Ist-century tradition.

Dispute over Jesus Bearing Witness of Himself and the Father

John 8:12-20

Then spake Jesus again unto them, saying, I am the light of the world: he that followeth me shall not walk in darkness,
but shall have the light of life. *The Pharisees therefore said unto him, Thou bearest record of thyself; thy record is not
true. *Jesus answered and said unto them, Though I bear record of myself, yet my record is true: for I know whence I
came, and whither I go; but ye cannot tell whence I come, and whither I go. *Ye judge after the flesh; I judge no man.
®And yet if I judge, my judgment is true: for I am not alone, but I and the Father that sent me. "It is also written in your
law, that the testimony of two men is true. I am one that bear witness of myself, and the Father that sent me beareth
witness of me. ?Then said they unto him, Where is thy Father? Jesus answered, Ye neither know me, nor my Father:
if ye had known me, ye should have known my Father also. *These words spake Jesus in the treasury, as he taught in
the temple: and no man laid hands on him; for his hour was not yet come.

162. On Going Where None Can Follow

John 8:21-29

Then said Jesus again unto them, I go my way, and ye shall seek me, and shall die in your sins: whither I go, ye cannot
come. ?Then said the Jews, Will he kill himself? because he saith, Whither I go, ye cannot come. **And he said unto
them, Ye are from beneath; I am from above: ye are of this world; I am not of this world. I said therefore unto you,
that ye shall die in your sins: for if ye believe not that I am he, ye shall die in your sins. »Then said they unto him, Who
art thou? And Jesus saith unto them, Even the same that I said unto you from the beginning. I have many things to
say and to judge of you: but he that sent me is true; and I speak to the world those things which I have heard of him.
#They understood not that he spake to them of the Father. 2*Then said Jesus unto them, When ye have lifted up the
Son of man, then shall ye know that I am he, and that I do nothing of myself; but as my Father hath taught me, I speak
these things. And he that sent me is with me: the Father hath not left me alone; for I do always those things that
please him.

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163. On the Truth Setting One Free

Mark | Matt. | Luke John 8:30-36

As he spake these words, many believed on him. *Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue
in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed; *?And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free. *They
answered him, We be Abraham’s seed, and were never in bondage to any man: how sayest thou, Ye shall be made free?
*Jesus answered them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whosoever committeth sin is the servant of sin. **And the servant
abideth not in the house for ever: but the Son abideth ever. *If the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free
indeed.

164. On Abraham’s Children

Mark | Matt. | Luke John 8:37-47

I know that ye are Abraham’s seed; but ye seek to kill me, because my word hath no place in you. *I speak that which
I have seen with my Father: and ye do that which ye have seen with your father. *They answered and said unto him,
Abraham is our father. Jesus saith unto them, If ye were Abraham’s children, ye would do the works of Abraham. **But
now ye seek to kill me, a man that hath told you the truth, which I have heard of God: this did not Abraham. *'Ye do the
deeds of your father. Then said they to him, We be not born of fornication; we have one Father, even God. **Jesus said
unto them, If God were your Father, ye would love me: for I proceeded forth and came from God; neither came I of
myself, but he sent me. *Why do ye not understand my speech? even because ye cannot hear my word. **Ye are of your
father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the
truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of
it. ®And because I tell you the truth, ye believe me not. *Which of you convinceth me of sin?

165. Accusation of Being a Samaritan with a Devil

Then answered the Jews, and said unto him, Say we not well that thou art a Samaritan, and hast a devil? *Jesus an-
swered, I have not a devil; but I honour my Father, and ye do dishonour me. **And I seek not mine own glory: there is
one that seeketh and judgeth. *Verily, verily, I say unto you, If a man keep my saying, he shall never see death. **Then
said the Jews unto him, Now we know that thou hast a devil. Abraham is dead, and the prophets; and thou sayest, If
a man keep my saying, he shall never taste of death. *’Art thou greater than our father Abraham, which is dead? and
the prophets are dead: whom makest thou thyself? *Jesus answered, If I honour myself, my honour is nothing: it is
my Father that honoureth me; of whom ye say, that he is your God: *Yet ye have not known him; but I know him:
and if I should say, I know him not, I shall be a liar like unto you: but I know him, and keep his saying. *Your father
Abraham rejoiced to see my day: and he saw it, and was glad. *Then said the Jews unto him, Thou art not yet fifty
years old, and hast thou seen Abraham? *Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Before Abraham was, I
am. ¥Then took they up stones to cast at him: but Jesus hid himself, and went out of the temple, going through the
midst of them, and so passed by.

166. Healing of a Man Born Blind

Mark | Matt. | Luke John 9:1-41

And as Jesus passed by, he saw a man which was blind from his birth. 2And his disciples asked him, saying, Master,
who did sin, this man, or his parents, that he was born blind? *Jesus answered, Neither hath this man sinned, nor his
parents: but that the works of God should be made manifest in him. *I must work the works of him that sent me, while
it is day: the night cometh, when no man can work. °As long as I am in the world, I am the light of the world. *When
he had thus spoken, he spat on the ground, and made clay of the spittle, and he anointed the eyes of the blind man
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with the clay, ’And said unto him, Go, wash in the pool of Siloam, (which is by interpretation, Sent.) He went his way
therefore, and washed, and came seeing. *The neighbours therefore, and they which before had seen him that he was
blind, said, Is not this he that sat and begged? *Some said, This is he: others said, He is like him: but he said, I am
he. Therefore said they unto him, How?® were thine eyes opened? 'He answered and said, A man that is called Jesus
made clay, and anointed mine eyes, and said unto me, Go to the pool of Siloam, and wash: and I went and washed,
and I received sight. *Then said they unto him, Where is he? He said, I know not. *They brought to the Pharisees him
that aforetime was blind. *And it was the sabbath day when Jesus made the clay, and opened his eyes. *Then again the
Pharisees also asked him how he had received his sight. He said unto them, He put clay upon mine eyes, and I washed,
and do see. "*Therefore said some of the Pharisees, This man is not of God, because he keepeth not the sabbath day.
Othersb said, How can a man that is a sinner do such miracles? And there was a division among them. " They say
unto the blind man again, What sayest thou of him, that he hath opened thine eyes? He said, He is a prophet. *But the
Jews did not believe concerning him, that he had been blind, and received his sight, until they called the parents of
him that had received his sight. *?’And they asked them, saying, Is this your son, who ye say was born blind? how then
doth he now see? *°His parents answered them and said, We know that this is our son, and that he was born blind:
2'But by what means he now seeth, we know not; or who hath opened his eyes, we know not: he is of age; ask him: he
shall speak for himself. ?These words spake his parents, because they feared the Jews: for the Jews had agreed already,
that if any man did confess that he was Christ, he should be put out of the synagogue. >*Therefore said his parents,
He is of age; ask him. **Then again called they the man that was blind, and said unto him, Give God the praise: we
know that this man is a sinner. *He answered and said, Whether he be a sinner or no, I know not: one thing I know,
that, whereas I was blind, now I see. **Then said they to him again, What did he to thee? how opened he thine eyes?
*He answered them, I have told you already, and ye did not hear: wherefore would ye hear it again? will ye also be his
disciples? *Thenc¢ they reviled him, and said, Thou art his disciple; but we are Moses’ disciples. We know that God

ZJesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he
live: 2And whosoever liveth and believeth in me shall never die. Believest thou this? #She saith unto him, Yea, Lord:
I believe that thou art the Christ, the Son of God, which should come into the world. 2*And when she had so said, she
went her way, and called Mary her sister secretly, saying, The Master is come, and calleth for thee. *As soon as she
heard that, she arose quickly, and came unto him. **Now Jesus was not yet come into the town, but was in that place

Jesus saith unto him, Feed
my sheep. ¥Verily, verily, I say unto thee, When thou wast young, thou girdedst thyself, and walkedst whither thou
wouldest: but when thou shalt be old, thou shalt stretch forth thy hands, and another shall gird thee, and carry thee
whither thou wouldest not. This spake he, signifying by what death he should glorify God. And when he had spoken
this, he saith unto him, Follow me. *Then Peter, turning about, seeth the disciple whom Jesus loved following; which
also leaned on his breast at supper, and said, Lord, which is he that betrayeth thee? ?'Peter seeing him saith to Jesus,
Lord, and what shall this man do? ?Jesus saith unto him, If I will that he tarry till I come, what is that to thee? follow
thou me. *Then went this saying abroad among the brethren, that that disciple should not die: yet Jesus said not unto
him, He shall not die; but, If I will that he tarry till I come, what is that to thee? **This is the disciple which testifieth
of these things, and wrote these things: and we know that his testimony is true. ?And there are also many other things
which Jesus did, the which, if they should be written every one, I suppose that even the world itself could not contain
the books that should be written. Amen.

Retroduction

I promise I don't intend this reverse-introduction as some kind of gimmick. Scriptures fall into a cat-
egory of book where paratextual elements (like notes, figures, and introductions) bring value but can
also interrupt the reader. 'm one who goes to the scriptural text right away, and I'll confess to having
bristled at thick front matter and having to flip it aside to get to the main show. Even so, introductions
are crucial for orienting readers and providing context, and this volume is no exception. My presenta-
tion here of the four gospels comes with its own quirks and conventions that deserve explanation. So,
in the interest of featuring the gospels front-and-center, I've shifted such an explanation to a “retroduc-
tion” that still bears the stylings of a proper introduction.

Students of the New Testament have long assembled the texts of the four gospels into synopses and
harmonizations. Whether out of theological concern to unify the biblical text or a scholarly concern
to bridge comparison, a typical synopsis brings the gospels of Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John into a
shared layout, usually in columns, so that the texts can be “seen together” (the literal meaning of the
word synopsis). This synopsis attempts four qualities: (1) present the King James Version of the texts; (2)
present the texts in a readable, columnar layout; (3) approximate the original setting of the texts using
pericopes, not chapters; (4) present the four gospels’ combined narrative in a coherent (not necessarily
pristine) sequence.

King James Version

Why the King James Version? Biblical scholarship in recent decades has greatly improved access for
English readers to original Greek versions and even surviving manuscripts themselves. In many circles,
better translations have made the KJV obsolete, even exposing various errors in the sources used by the
King James committees (“companies” as they were called) to assemble their version. And yet the K]V
remains among the top five English Bibles in print. This project started when, after referring students
to Kurt Aland’s excellent Synopsis of the Four Gospels, many asked about where to find the same thing
but in the KJV text.

To supplement the KJV’s shortcomings, I use footnotes to indicate irregularities and errors be-
tween the KJV and the ancient and late-ancient Greek source material. Not every candidate variant gets
marked. I note instances where all, most, or some early manuscripts disagree with a KJV rendering, or
where later (but complete) manuscripts demonstrate a strong alternative rendering. This isn’t to engage
the robust scholarly discussion of textual variants across sources or to provide an apparatus for read-
ers to see changes across source materials or across translations. Instead, I've claimed some editorial
discretion in assessing what might help a general English-speaking audience to understand the four
gospels’ narrative.
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Retroduction

Parallel Columns

The columnar layout breaks from canonical convention: I place the gospels in the order of Mark,
Matthew, Luke, and John. This follows what biblical scholarship has well established, that the composi-
tion of Mark preceded the others, and that the production of John came last. I favored Matthew ahead
of Luke based on where I discern scholars leaning presently. However, in using many synopses in my
own research, I've noticed the two middle columns both feel, well, equally middle. So the fact that we
have no definitive production order between Matthew and Luke seems fitting for these two getting
sandwiched anyway between Mark and John.

Original Settings and Pericopes

Christianity emerged within a complex Judaean and Mediterranean social epicenter, spreading
early and quickly across what would become Europe, North Africa, the Near East, and Arabia. The
epistles of Paul, other collected epistles in the New Testament, and sources outside the Bible indicate
both the cosmopolitan and parochial dimensions of Jesus’s first generation of followers: Jesus’s message
and legend resonated powerfully with people far removed from urban zones as well as tradespeople
and city dwellers, corridors of principally Greek but also Aramaic, Syriac, Arabic, and Latin languages.
The sayings and stories of Jesus had decades of verbal retellings before being committed to the written
narratives we read in the four gospels. The gospels themselves each bear evidence of assemblage from
prior oral traditions and documents no longer extant.

This means we cannot tell for certain precisely where the various sayings and accounts of Jesus’s
life and teachings originated, nor what forms the gospels may have taken prior to the earliest extant
papyri bearing their text. Probabilities lean toward individual stories and sayings circulating among
proto-Christian communities for at least thirty, perhaps forty years, between Jesus’s death and the like-
ly composition timeframe for the Gospel of Mark.

Scholars have long noted the textual traits that suggest a break point between narrative units. These
units are the pericopes of the texts, each a standalone narrative tradition we can constructively imag-
ine Mediterranean communities sharing and even reciting in some instances. In the first and second
centuries, those communities that coalesced around the ekklesia (the Greek-style assembly) ended up
being the preservers of Jesus traditions. We remain at their mercy for the initial writing and then copy-
ing of the gospels. Likewise, we are at the mercy of ekklesia leaders who were the first to associate each
gospel with a figure, such as Mark, Matthew, Luke, and John. Overall, the mélange of episodes and
teachings that came down through the gospels is itself representative of the mélange of Christianities
in flux not long after Jesus’s followers started to proclaim his resurrection.

My principal goal with this synopsis was to deliver the pericope format and reading approach to a
general audience. Reading this way veers from church traditions that made a priority of citing book-
chapter-verse and concentrating on verse-level features of scripture. Yet, to read by pericope is rather
like a return to earliest Christianity, a time and place where literacy was something of a scarcity and
where the message of the gospel—literally, the “good news”—was emphatically verbal, something pro-
claimed and heard. At present, we can only approximate those narrative units that served as discrete
gospel proclamations, and well-established pericope divisions help identify those units.
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Narrative Sequence

The Table of Pericopes lists each pericope along with its sources in the four gospels. The number-
ing, titles, sequence, and verse divisions are my own, though I consulted and most often adhered to
commonly accepted pericope divisions seen in popular editions of the Bible as well as scholarly works.
I started with the German Bible Society synopsis edited by Kurt Aland (both the Greek-English and
English editions) for pericope divisions and then trimmed overlapping passages. By trimming, I mean
streamlining the pericope divisions for easier readability. I admit this risks artificially collapsing some
passages, but only relative to a more thorough study than I would intend of this synopsis. For instance,
Aland’s editing recognizes alternate sequences and irregularities between the gospels; his edition fea-
tures both, marking sections in the synopsis where a pericope sequence runs “according to Luke”
versus “according to John.” My sequence of pericopes applied a (fairly strict) rule: each passage could
appear once.

Careful readers will find places to disagree with my pericope sequence. Under this limitation of
no duplication of passages or rearrangements to accommodate any single gospel’s narrative sequence,
I've had to concede some arbitrary placements. I justify this by presenting this synopsis not as a final
harmonization (or as a harmonization at all) but as a entrée into the life and teachings of Jesus. In other
words, this synopsis offers a particular reading experience, not an exhaustive one, that I hope will pro-
vide some reasonable coherence to the gospels for readers to pursue additional study.

We must remember such a reading experience only represents a kind of learning effort, a pedagog-
ical device, since the gospels themselves did not record a careful, vetted, attested history of Jesus’s life.
The Gospel of John manifestly invites the reader into an apologia asserting Jesus as Christos against
ancient polemical attacks toward Jesus’s followers. The gospel then proceeds to affirm theological po-
sitions well within the province of religious conviction. The Gospel of Mark, by contrast, manifestly
narrates life events and sayings of Jesus in more everyday speech patterns. To place these two gospels
next to each other (to say nothing of the gospels of Matthew and Luke) already makes a kind of artifice
of the original texts. We risk losing nuances of narrative structure and presentation by conforming
gospel texts to parallel columns. I believe, by doing so, we nevertheless gain something of broader con-
texts and contours the gospels collectively establish, as well as clearer examples of variance between the
gospels in the stories they tell. A synopsis is helpful.

In building a pericope sequence (the most complicated task of editing a synopsis), I followed certain
criteria and procedures. Where all four gospels establish a sequential relationship between episodes, I
preserved the order. For example, all four gospels place the scourging of Jesus before the crucifixion;
whether the scourging took place immediately before Jesus was led away to be crucified or after he had
arrived at the site of crucifixion remains mildly ambiguous. Such agreement across the four gospels is
actually rather rare. As a baseline, I favored Mark’s sequence of events, and would conform the other
gospels to match it. This biases earlier accounts than later ones, which I'll admit is my proclivity as a
historian. However, certain events, such as the Sermon on the Mount/Plain, receive such detail in one
gospel that it supersedes the others; in other words, the greater detail and arrangement privileges that
narrator over the others. In such sequencing, I favored the narrator with established credentials for the
events that narrator describes.
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Other Editorial Procedures

It is well known how the Gospel of John very often departs chronologically from the other three.
A vivid example is the pericope of Jesus cleansing the temple—]John places this event at the outset of
Jesus’s ministry while the other three place it at the end. In other synopses, the pericope appears twice,
once at the beginning of the ministry and again at the end, usually with a notation addressing the
discrepancy. In my case, imposing the constraint of the pericope appearing once meant either placing
Mark, Matthew, and Luke’s version of the episode at the beginning of the ministry to cohere with John,
or placing John’s version to cohere with the other three. I did the latter, again on the basis of multiple
attestation attaching the episode to the end of Jesus’s ministry. As to the two-cleansings hypothesis
and any other such contrivances to keep all the gospels in total agreement, I reject that notion on the
force of the narrative: the gospels all assert that a series of inciting events culminated in authorities in
Jerusalem having Jesus executed by Roman orders, which a majority of gospels connect to the cleansing
of the temple episode. Where John clearly bends chronology to serve a theological agenda, and where
evidence tilts over fifty-fifty, I side with the gospel or gospels that offer the more plausible sequence of
events.

Such judgment calls were rare. Most of the time, the gospels present an approximate sequence, and
with this synopsis, I make no aspirations to a pristine, precisely attested one. As literature, we can read
the four gospels with one of several models of coherence; this is just one that attempts to reconcile the
overall order of pericopes, not necessarily to reconcile the biography of Jesus as events that actually
transpired in history. Those concerns fall outside this synopsis, and in fairness, outside really the New
Testament itself.

The format preserves traditional chapter and verse numbers in tables, headings, and notes. Verse
numbers appear in body text as superscripts to aid in identifying or cross-referencing passages. The
text itself, however, employs no paragraph or other spacings, but runs the text in a single continuous
column to simulate the pericope in its earliest form. The KJV supplied italics for English words im-
plied by the Greek of the Textus Receptus, the sixteenth-century collection of “original Greek” New
Testament texts. I have not preserved the italics of the KJV, again out of interest for the pericope as a
narrative, oral tradition. If translation concerns the reader, other resources can provide better tools for
analysis. The body text itself is from the 1769 edition of the King James Version by Benjamin Blayney,
presently the most common of published KJV editions.

I have aimed for generic titles for the pericopes, not ones that give off a strong theological bias but
rather a literary reference point to what the texts themselves say. At times, the British spelling of the
KJV ran against my own American English as an editor (e.g., “sepulchre” in the text, “sepulcher” in the
title); in paratextual elements, I kept with American spellings but left the KJV body text as is. Only in
a few places did I maintain the traditional name of a parable or episode instead of building a title from

the text; for example, the “Lord’s Prayer,” “Good Samaritan,” “Last Supper,” and other widely known
references to Jesus stories. Titles also assume the identity of Jesus, but where other figures factor more
prominently, I use their name as they are known to readers; for example, “Andrew and Peter [not
Simon] Meet Jesus” and “On the Sign of Jonah [not Jonas as it appears in the text].” Some chains of peri-
copes may constitute a composite pericope or narrative tradition, such as John’s report of the feast of

tabernacles in Jerusalem, the commissioning of the Twelve, or the Passion narratives. Larger pericope
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blocks receive section headings. First-level headings, such as the “Pre-Ministry” and “Ministry” are my
own divisions to aid in navigating the overall narrative.

In the end, this synopsis treats the four gospels as a collective literary tradition and leaves to readers
the questions, insights, and inspiration that arise from reading this historically and religiously signif-
icant literature. By seeing these separate narrations together, complexities and patterns can come into
focus, even while we remain mystified by the stories left untold and the sayings long ago carried away
by the wind.
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
